The teleconferences through the e:Presence service have now replaced the vast majority of meetings
which traditionally were held through the required physical presence of the participants, such as Foundation Councils,
Meetings for the development of faculty members, Meetings for research and development programs, Committees for
the examination of postgraduate theses or doctoral dissertations.

e:Presence teleconference service is based on Zoom’s video conferencing technology. It offers a handy management
environment with increased capabilities and implements an extremely easy process for the end users, in order to
access directly the video conference meeting. Here, we will cover all the necessary instructions to test connectivity
using the demo room.
